Course description:     
This course has been designed to provide professional development in the area of writing by studying the 6+1 writing traits framework. Participants will learn the six traits to teach writing more effectively in the classroom.  The course will address how to teach students to identify and evaluate the traits of quality writing and how to revise their writing. Additionally, the participants will learn how to help students recognize these traits in good writing through their own writing and literature.
