Iowa Professional Development Model (IPDM): This course follows the IPDM with having a “Train the trainer” model utilizing professionals in the district to instruct others in the skills necessary in helping students with reading and math instruction using the coaches of the CCSD.
Theory: Overview of district position regarding curriculum, and the best practices in reading and math instruction
Demonstration: Classroom instruction and strategies in use with students of all ages by the instructors
Practice: Application of strategies and learning under the supervision of the instructors
Collaboration (coaching, feedback, reflection): Working with Instructor and with each other, instructors will provide participants with coaching and feedback during class and on the implementation logs. Participants will have written reflections on the application of their learning.
