Course description: Dig into the past to learn what happened in the Quad Cities region 465 generations ago. Experts in the field of archaeology will unlock the secrets of the prehistoric Native Americans of our area. Photograph mounds, see 10,000 years of artifacts, learn how an archaeological excavation is conducted and network with peers to create lessons for your classroom.


Course outcomes and evaluation:     
Outcome: #1 Participants will increase their knowledge of Prehistoric People related to Eastern Iowa and Western Illinois.         


Evaluation: An original lesson plan relating to the region's Prehistoric People, using resources acquired through course instruction, will be submitted by each participant.         


Outcome: #2 Participants will have a heightened awareness of regional resources available for historical research.         


Evaluation: A notebook or file of newly acquired resources will be organized by each participant. A photo journal of local points of interest will be constructed and used to develop an activity for classroom use.          

Outcome: #3 Networking and opportunities for sharing classroom activities and teaching practices will allow participants to increase their repertoire of Prehistoric Peoples activities and improve their unit.          


Evaluation: Presentation of activities included in a Prehistoric People unit. Participants will work in small groups to develop the presentation. In addition, presenters will receive immediate oral feedback from the class.         
Outcome: #4 Participants will know how to effectively use a museum/field trip experience for the purpose of student learning.


Evaluation: An activity based on a museum/field trip exhibit, display or artifact will be developed to use with students on site or as follow-up in the classroom.

Participants taking the course for Relicensure must earn an “A” or “B” to pass the course. All the course work needs to be completed.

Teacher impact statement: Professional archaeologists will share the region’s prehistory and local resources available for the teacher to use both inside and outside the classroom. Teachers will develop a file of resource materials and individuals available in the community and on the internet. They will participate in and learn how to use lesson plans from Intrigue of the Past: A Teacher’s Activity Guide for Fourth through Seventh Grades. Teaching groups will collaborate on and develop a lesson activity for their own classroom. Photographs taken during the course of the class will enrich and enhance the classroom experience.  Participation in a tour of Putnam Museum’s prehistory exhibit  and completion of associated worksheet will allow teachers to enhance the classroom experience with a meaningful field trip experience for their students.
Student impact statement: Local resources and the activities or lesson plans that teachers develop from them will help bring the region's Prehistoric People alive in the classrooms. Local connections will incite students' interest and provide opportunities for them to understand prehistoric cultures through research, participation, and experimentation. Most students will be able to identify with specific locations or be able to physically access prehistoric sites in the region. Human resources identified in the workshop may be available to provide a classroom activity or be used as a reference cited in a specific assignment. Teachers that are knowledgeable, armed with a repertoire of diverse learning activities, are more likely to engage students in learning experiences. With planning time provided in the workshop, teachers can connect this learning to relevant standards and benchmarks. In-depth information connected to our region, along with multiple access points (modes of learning) will encourage life-long learning opportunities for both students and teachers.

Iowa Professional Development Model (IPDM):     
Theory: Theory comprises 5 hours or 30% of the coursework. Lectures will be presented by the Office of the State Archaeologist, a specialist on the Albany Mound Group, and an Illinois State Museum employee from the Dickson Mound Group site.
Demonstration: Demonstration comprises 2 hours or 13% of the coursework. Putnam Museum staff will present artifacts from the museum collection, the archives and the permanent regional history exhibit with explanations of how artifacts were used and their significance to their culture. 

Practice: Collaboration (coaching, feedback, reflection): Practice comprises 5 hours or 30% of the coursework. Students in small groups will practice using the curriculum by presenting a lesson from the curriculum book, "Intrigue of the Past". They will visit local mound groups. This field trip provides photo opportunities for inclusion in the student's journal. A mock dig allows the student to experience archaeology first-hand, and how to prepare a dig for their classroom. While painting pictographs, students will learn American Indian iconography and how to make traditional paints. Collaboration comprises 4.5 hours or 27% of the coursework. Students will collaborate while completing group projects from the "Intrigue of the Past" curriculum book and while preparing their group project.
